 The is a worldwide collection of networks 
that link millions of computers. It is the physical 
network that allows connected computers to share 
data, such as web pages, and devices such as 
printers. 

 



 It is not the internet! 
 It is a service of the internet.  
 It is a worldwide collection of web pages that are 

linked over the internet. 
 Think of the World Wide web as the most common 

type of data that is send along the hardware of the 
internet. 



Network? 

 It is the combination of hardware and software that 
allow connected computers to share data or devices 
such as printers.  

 A network needs a minimum of 2 or more connected 
computers that can communicate with each other 



What are the 3 types of networks? 

 LAN – Local Area Network 
 A network of connected computers and other devices at a 

single location. (A School) 

 MAN – Metropolitan Area Network 
 It normally covers the area inside a town or a city. It is 

designed for customers who need high-speed connectivity, 
usually to the Internet  

 WAN – Wide Area Network 
 A network of connected computers and other devices that are 

spread out over a large geographic location (The Internet) 



Servers and Clients 

 Most networks are made up of two types of 
computers that communicate with each other. 
1. Servers 

 A powerful central computer. Responds to requests from 
individual computers (Clients). 

2. Clients 
 An individual computer on the network. It sends requests to the 

server. Requests are usually for access to a file or program. 
 



IP Address 

 Each individual computer on a network has an IP 
address.  

 An IP Address looks like this - 164.124.101.2 
 The IP address is like your house address.  
 To find your computer’s IP Address: 
 Start 
 Run  
 Type: "ipconfig"  
 Look for “IPv4 Address" 

 

 
 
 



Web Addresses 

 A web page has a unique address, called a URL or Web 
Address 
 

 

1. The rules that control how the web server and the 
browser communicate 

2. Name of a server listening to messages using the http 
3. is the domain name where the web server is located. 

The .com part is referred to as the top level domain 
4. the name of HTML file requested

Search Criteria 

The words that you type in the search 
box 

 “” exact words 
“I love Pizza” 

+  include words 
Pizza +Love 

 - exclude unwanted words 
Pizza -hate 



Search Criteria 

The words that you type in the search 
box 

AND include words 
Pizza AND Love 

OR  one word or both 
Pizza OR Love 

NOT  exclude unwanted words 
Pizza NOT hate 
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
